Article Status Values (following review by a Board Member)
Decisions reached at Bd Mgr Meeting 3/7/12
Following the Board manager’s review of comments from Board members on a given article, she will select one of the following status options:
· Rejected for Agenda 
· [Description: The article is not selected to be placed on a meeting agenda for discussion. It is important to note that “Rejected for Agenda” does not necessarily mean that there will be no further action on this article. Some articles are not put on an agenda but may be cited in a summary. So, an Editorial Board decision may still be added at a later date.]
· Option:
· Add a free-text comment.
· Select one of the following:
· Further action needed.
· No further action needed.
· Approved for Agenda
· [Description: The article is selected as something that will go on a future meeting agenda.]
· Options:
· Add a free-text comment.
· Select a future meeting date from a pick-list of month-year strings (e.g., September 2012).
Articles that are Approved for an Agenda may then be given the following status value:

· On Agenda
· [Description: The article has landed itself on an agenda.]
· Options:

· Select a meeting date from a pick-list of month-year strings (e.g., February 2012).

· Select a meeting type (Board or subgroup). This could be seeded with a default value of “Board”.

· Add a free-text comment.

Any article (regardless of previous status values) can be given a final Editorial Board Decision.

· Editorial Board Decision
· [Description: This is the Board’s final disposition regarding the article.]

· Options:

· Select a meeting date from a pick-list of month-year strings (e.g., February 2012).

· Select whether the article was discussed (drop-down or radio buttons provided with Yes/No responses)

· If discussed, drop-down list of possible Board members on that Board.

· Select one of the following from a drop-down list.

· Cited (citation only)

· Cited (legacy)

· Not cited

· Text approved

· Text needs to be written

· Text needs to be revised

· Hold

· Select one or more summary topics from a list of topics reviewed by that Board.

· Add a free-text comment.
