Ceritinib is approved to treat:

· Non-small cell lung cancer that has metastasized (spread to other parts of the body). It is used in patients who have a change in the anaplastic lymphoma kinase (ALK) gene and who cannot be treated with crizotinib or have gotten worse while taking it.

Crizotinib is approved to treat:

· Non-small cell lung cancer that is locally advanced or has metastasized (spread to other parts of the body). It is used in patients who have a certain type of chromosome change that affects the anaplastic lymphoma kinase (ALK) gene.

Dabrafenib is approved to be used alone or with trametinib to treat:

· Melanoma that cannot be removed by surgery or has metastasized (spread to other parts of the body). It is used only in patients who have a certain mutation in the BRAF

FOLFIRI-CETUXIMAB is used to treat:

· Colorectal cancer. It is used in patients who have a certain mutation of the KRAS

Nivolumab is approved to be used alone or with other drugs to treat:

· Melanoma that cannot be removed by surgery or that has metastasized (spread to other parts of the body).

· It is used with ipilimumab in patients whose cancer does not have a certain BRAF gene mutation. 

· It is used alone in patients whose disease got worse after being treated with ipilimumab and, if their cancer had a certain BRAF gene mutation, with a drug called a BRAF inhibitor.

Olaparib is approved to treat:

· Ovarian cancer that is advanced. It is used in patients who have certain mutations in the BRCA1 and BRCA2 genes and have already been treated with at least three other types of chemotherapy.

Ramucirumab is approved to be used alone or with other drugs to treat:

· Adenocarcinoma of the stomach or gastroesophageal junction that is advanced or has metastasized (spread to other parts of the body). It is used in patients whose disease has gotten worse after treatment with certain chemotherapy. It is used alone or with paclitaxel.

· Colorectal cancer that has metastasized. It is used with FOLFIRI in patients whose disease has gotten worse during or after treatment with certain anticancer drugs.

Non-small cell lung cancer that has metastasized. It is used with docetaxel in patients whose disease has gotten worse after treatment with certain chemotherapy. For patients with a mutation in the epidermal growth factor receptor (EGFR) or anaplastic lymphoma kinase (ALK) gene, ramucirumab is used if their disease has gotten worse after treatment with FDA-approved therapy for these mutations. Trametinib is approved to be used alone or with dabrafenib to treat:

· Melanoma that cannot be removed by surgery or has metastasized (spread to other parts of the body). It is used in patients who have certain mutations in the BRAF

Vemurafenib is approved to treat:

· Melanoma that cannot be removed by surgery or has metastasized (spread to other parts of the body). It is used in patients who have a certain mutation in the BRAF
