[bookmark: _GoBack]REQUIREMENTS:
1. Retrieve documents based on the latest Processing Status value (which is the processing status block on top (in case of multiple blocks) as displayed in XMetal)

2. User Interface should have a drop down menu with all processing status values. ( Example: Glossary Terms Processing status report)

3. User needs to select a status value in the interface to display documents for just that selected status. Only one status value can be selected at a time

4. Date Range should be optional (Processing Status must always be present for Date Range to work)

5. Display only documents with selected status value.

6. Date Range should be based on the Processing Status Date element

7. If no date range is selected, display all documents with the selected status value

8. Report should display only images (JPEG, GIF) documents. It should exclude MP3 audio files

9. The comments column should display text from the Comments element within the Processing Status Block

10. Display Proposed Summaries when the document selected has a Proposed Used element with a child element of Summary and is populated

11.  Display Proposed Glossary Terms when the document selected has a  Proposed Used element with a child element of Glossary and is populated

12. The published column would show the last publishable date, if available

13. The Last Version Publishable? column would show Yes or No to indicate if the last version is publishable or not.

14. The diagnosis option in the interface would have a list of diagnosis, just like it is on the current interface and it would be optional.
